1. INTRODUCTION

The Innovation Grants for Malaria Advocacy is an initiative of Malaria Consortium’s Mobilising for Malaria (M4M) programme which is supported by GlaxoSmithKline’s African Malaria Partnership. 

Mobilising for Malaria is an advocacy programme which aims to raise awareness of malaria in Europe and throughout Africa to bring greater resources to bear against the disease. This programme recognises the unique role and urgently needed contribution of civil society in the global malaria advocacy movement. It seeks to promote ‘coalitions against malaria’ which encourage partnership working and collaboration between all civil society actors not only in their own countries but through North-South joint initiatives in order to increase public and political awareness and support for an effective and sustained response to Malaria at global, national and local levels. The Malaria Consortium is an international non-profit organisation dedicated to improving the control of malaria, especially among the poorest and most vulnerable people in Africa. 2. THE INNOVATION GRANTS FOR MALARIA ADVOCACY
The aim of the Innovation Grants for Malaria Advocacy is to promote and support new and original initiatives from civil society organisations (NGOs, academic institutions, media) and community leaders. 
The Innovation Grants will support ideas and partnerships that aim to reach new audiences in creative ways and tackle difficult issues such as equity, transparency and accountability in Africa. Audiences could include decision makers at national or regional levels, politicians, media persons, ministries, international organizations or local leaders. These grants also aim to encourage the engagement of artists to amplify advocacy messages in African countries.
The grants will be awarded annually to new initiatives in Africa. In 2007, we will award up to 5 grants ranging from US $5,000 to US $25,000. 
· Large grant up to US $25,000: only 1 possible award

· Medium grant up to US $10,000: 2 possible awards

· Small grant up to US $5,000: 5 possible awards

Applicants from French speaking countries are strongly encouraged to submit proposals. 
Please note that we will not accept applications from:

· Organisations/institutions already receiving funding for malaria advocacy from any source.
· Individuals who are not working in partnership with an organisation or are not sponsored and based in an institution or organisation.
2. APPLICATION AND SELECTION PROCESS

The Malaria Consortium will accept applications from community based organisations, non-governmental organisations, media organisations/institutions, and individuals (within institutions/sponsored by organisations only) who are actively working towards engaging civil society actors and the public through innovative activities such as public campaigns, forums, networks, music, art, film or media related projects. 
Applicants must identify clearly in their application the geographic area and groups they propose to reach through their project. 

The application process will have 4 stages:

1. Applications
2. Shortlisting

3. Final selection

4. Grant awards

The final selection will include a visit to each organisation/institution which has been shortlisted if appropriate with the aim of meeting project staff and review the application in details.

4. CRITERIA

Applications will be accepted from established non-governmental organizations and institutions and from individuals associated with an organisation or institution, who meet the following criteria:
· Evidence of experience in carrying out communications/media/advocacy activities

· Demonstrated involvement or interest in malaria related advocacy activities

· Capacity and necessary resources to implement and carry out the project

· Proof of legal status and accountability
Please note that the Grants will NOT support:

· Service delivery activities

· Purchase of drugs, diagnostic test kits, health equipment, nets
· Purchase of IT and photo equipment which are not central to the implementation of the project
· Projects outside Africa 
· Projects that are not run by African organizations
